LAST MINUTE RECOMMENDATION TO THE 2013 WORLD CUP

On behalf of the Organizing Committee of the 7th Traditional Karate World Cup 2013 we are writing to inform you that due the withdrawal of some athletes and judges from the 2013 World Cup we would like to give additional chance to others to participate at this tournament. The World Cup will be held on June 15, 2013 in Lublin (Poland). 
We announce the last minute recommendation to the 2013 World Cup. We still miss:

· 3 female athletes

· 2 male athletes

· 2 judges

Please send your recommendations of highly qualified athletes and judges (on the enclosed form) to the Host: pzkt@karate.pl for consideration to be selected for the 2013 World Cup. The deadline for recommendations: 3 June 2013 (Monday).

We realize the time is very short but this is mainly due to the recent actions taken by the ITKF Chairman Mr. Richard Jorgensen who was trying to illegally cancel the event. Unfortunately, this situation struck the organization of the World Cup. The final decision of the Host is to organize the World Cup not as the ITKF sanctioned event even though the organization of the 2013 ITKF World Cup in Poland was approved by the 2012 ITKF General Meeting which – according to the Article 5.1 of the ITKF Constitution – „is the highest decision-making body of the ITKF”. However, we want stay away from such unworthy behaviour and focus on organizing a high-level competition and give respect to both athletes and judges who made a lot of efforts and very hard preparations to this tournament.    
The 2013 World Cup will be held under the honorary patronage of the Minister of Sport and Tourism of the Republic of Poland Mrs. Joanna Mucha, Embassy of Japan to Poland and the local authorities – Mayor of Lublin City Mr. Krzysztof Żuk and Marshal of the Lublin Voivodship Mr. Krzysztof Hetman. The national TV channel TVP Sport will broadcast the World Cup live and there will be also online transmission via internet. The World Cup will be combined with a tournament for young traditional karate athletes – Traditional Karate Polish Children's Cup. 

Also we feel honoured to announce that the 2013 World Cup will be dedicated to the memory of Dan Stuparu Sensei. We still feel deep grief after his sudden and unexpected passing and we cannot accept that he is no longer with us especially in view of the forthcoming World Cup. He has participated in all previous editions of the World Cup since 2001 and he was supposed to participate with the Romanian athletes in 2013 edition, too. With this dedication we would like to express our honour to his lifelong hard work on the Traditional Karate development. 

During the World Cup we will organize the International Conference „Quo Vadis ITKF?”. The conference will be held right before the torunament on 14 June 2013 in Lublin (Poland) at the building of the Crown Tribunal. The conference will focus on the current situation of Traditional Karate worldwide. 
Tournament Host will provide to all participating athletes and judges room and board during the entire World Cup (June 13 – 17, 2013). The Host will not cover the airfare. National Federations whose athletes and judges will be selected to participate in the World Cup will be in charge of travel expenses to/from Poland.
